After School Clubs

A wide range of after school clubs are
offered each term. Clubs run every day after
school and the majority are included in the
school fees; where they are not this is clearly
indicated.

Parents are sent a list at the end of each
term and they are then able to book their
child’s clubs using our online booking system
“Evolve”.

Students are asked to choose activities
which they feel confident committing to for a
whole term. We try to accommodate as many
‘first choices’ as possible, however
sometimes students will not be able to join
their preferred activity. In such cases we
endeavour to allocate a second choice.
